Chicken Pox

There have been reported cases of chicken pox
in the school recently. Please take appropriate
action if your child becomes sick.

How do | know if my child has chicken pox?
It can take up to three weeks after exposure for
your child to show symptoms of chicken pox.
Initial symptoms include a fever, runny nose, and
a general feeling of being unwell. Three to four
days after the first symptoms appear your child
will start to develop a rash. The rash usually
starts on the torso and may spread across his
entire body.
