PRINCIPAL'S REPORT

Signing Your Child in and out

For child protection and safety reasons, please make sure, if you are taking your child away from school during
school hours or bringing them late, you go to the front office first. This is imperative. At no stage will a child be
released from class during the day unless a slip from the office has been given to the classroom teacher first.
The ladies in the front office will electronically mark the student as leaving. When a parent or carer comes to
collect the child the class teacher then has two pieces of evidence to show the child is permitted to leave the
school with the identified adult.

If you are returning your child, please bring the student with you to mark them as ‘arrived late’ and then escort
your child to their classroom and hand the ‘late’ slip to the classroom teacher. This procedure ensures children’s
safety and supervision at all times. On most occasions, the classroom teacher does not know the child has
arrived and therefore will not be supervising them. If they are not escorted by a parent/carer the child can find
themselves wandering the school unsupervised. Our student’s safety and wellbeing is always of utmost
importance.

We appreciate that many of the parents and carers are known to staff, however, this procedure needs to be
consistent to support casual teachers and ensure our children are not leaving the school with un-approved
adults. We again, thank you for your continued assistance in this matter.

Performing Ensemble

The Southem lllawarra Performing Ensemble visited our school on Tuesday and blew away our students with
their talent. It was particularly lovely to see three ex-Figtree Heights students perform with the group. This
ensemble tours our region and is purely made up of public school students. It is a wonderful opportunity for our
budding artists to see what is available to them when they leave Figtree Heights.
