P&C Meeting 
This coming Wednesday at 6:30pm, our second P&C Meeting for the term will be held in the HIVE. At this meeting the 
school will be discussing and reviewing our Anti-Bullying Policy and updates to our Fair Discipline Policy. Discussion 
around the canteen, OOSH and general school business will again be on the agenda as usual. If you are interested in 
these areas of discussion it would be great to see you there and hear your thoughts. 
 
Social Media Safety & Cyber Bullying 
Early next term we will be hosting a ‘Social Media and Cyber Bullying’ information session for our students Years 4, 5 and 
6. This will be held by our Police Youth Liaison Officer. This session will inform our students of the dangers of social media, 
both on a global level, with stranger’s ability to access personal details and on a local level with our students using it 
outside of school. To fully prepare our children for the ever changing society they are growing up in, it is essential that they 
hear this information from not only the teachers at school but from the police. Social media for students has a total ban at 
Figtree Heights, the only exception being teacher led twitter posts and the like, purely led by teachers. This is a timely 
reminder that at no stage should a student have a phone with them during the day. If they require a phone for security 
measures, to and from school, it MUST be left at the office upon entry to the school grounds, there are no exceptions. 
 

In line with this information for our students, I encourage all parents to attend a ‘Social Media and Cyber Bullying Parent 
Forum’ run by the Australian Federal Police. I have attended one of these seminars and was shocked with some of the 
things I did not know. It is in the interest of our children’s safety to be at the forefront of these issues, even if we think we 
already know.
